Following the Housing
First model, Familylinks sees housing as a basic human
right and provides immediate access to housing without
preconditions.

Fayette County Community Action Agency’s Food Bank
addresses food insecurity and provides individuals and
families with access to nutritious food.

Glade Run Lutheran Services' Warming Center Provides
individuals in need with a safe, warm place to spend the
night, hot meals, a shower and laundry. The warming
center also provides toiletries, clothing, blankets, and other
supplies.

Global Link's Personal Care Kit Initiative distributes
personal hygiene supplies to a network of human service
agencies that operate food pantries. When people need
food, they also need other products like soap, shampoo,
toothpaste and deodorant.

Jewish Family and Community Services SOS Pittsburgh
program provides assistance to people experiencing crises
that leave them vulnerable to hunger and homelessness.
SOS Pittsburgh addresses these needs by providing direct
assistance grants, social work support and referrals to
other resources.

Jubilee Association addresses food insecurity by providing
access to nutritious food through a soup kitchen and

two food pantries. Jubilee also provides rental, utility

and other emergency financial assistance to help people
remain in their homes and avoid eviction, and also provides
transportation assistance.

Just Harvest connects people to public food assistance
benefits, reduces structural barriers to those benefits, and
develops proven community-based solutions to improve
healthy food access in high-need communities.

Just Mediation Pittsburgh's Eviction Prevention Mediation
program provides a pathway to keep families, especially
low-income and BIPOC (black, indigenous and people of
color) families, securely housed by avoiding the eviction
process and connecting them with services that help
stabilize their households.
